The Portrait on the #73 “Black Jack” is Also 
Found on a Confederate Stamp!

With the start of home delivery in 1862, a 2¢ stamp was needed. 
Scott #73 picturing our 7th president, Andrew Jackson, was issued. 
The famous stamp is known to collectors as “Black Jack” and also 
“Big Head,” since the portrait takes up so much space on the stamp.

Curiously, an 1863 Confederate 2¢ stamp uses the same portrait 
– painted by Miner Kilbourne Kellop or a miniature by John Wood 
Dodge.  So the USA and CSA both had 2¢ stamps with the same 
Jackson portrait during the Civil War!

#77 is First Mourning Stamp Issued
One year after President Abraham Lincoln 

was assassinated, a 15¢ black stamp was issued 
to honor his memory.  Scott #77 is the first 
mourning stamp ever produced.

This stamp is based on a photo of Lincoln 
taken by C.S. German in 1861, shortly before 
the 16th president was inaugurated.

24¢ #78 Stamp is Different from #70
George Washington is pictured on the 24¢ 

red lilac stamp in the issue of 1861-62 (Scott 
#70).  Another 24¢ Washington, #78, was 
released on February 20, 1863.  It has a darker 
lilac tone than #70 and should not be confused 
with the earlier stamp.

The 1869 Pictorial stamps were the first US 

stamps to feature something other than the bust 
or head of a famous American leader.  Never 
before had stamps illustrated paintings, horses, 
or locomotives.  

What is truly surprising is that the new 
stamps were unpopular with the public.  Many 
thought it was unpatriotic to replace statesmen 
with trains and ships.  In fact, the Pictorials 
were so unsuccessful they were withdrawn 
from sale within a year of release.

The stamps were printed by the National 

Bank Note Company, and all have the G grill 
pattern.  Numbers 118-122 were the first two-
color US stamps.  

The 1869 Pictorials are philatelic 
treasures.  They were groundbreaking and a 
preview of the commemoratives to come.  
Today these stamps, printed during the 
1840-70 Classic period, are among the most 
sought-after in the world.  The short printing 
time adds to their collectibility.  Pictorials are 
difficult to find today and are prized in both 
mint and used conditions.

America’s Rarest Stamps
Grills were made by embossing a stamp, breaking the front of 

its fibers, and allowing canceling ink to soak deeply into the paper.  
This made it difficult to remove cancels and reuse stamps.  Charles 
Steel, who oversaw postage stamp production in the 1860s, patented 
the grilling method.  It was used during the nine years (1867-75) 
grills were made (US #79-179c).

In 1998, Mystic bought the 1-cent Z Grill.  With only two 
known, it’s the rarest US stamp.  In 2005, Mystic traded the 1¢ Z 
Grill for the one-of-a-kind Inverted Jenny Error Plate-Number 
Block, a six-million-dollar trade.

Don Sundman of Mystic Stamp traded the 1¢ Z Grill 
for the Jenny Invert Plate-Number Block.85A

Bank Notes 1870-88
“Bank Note” Stamps...
A Fascinating Area of Philately!

Because the 1869 Pictorial Series was 
unpopular, new stamps were issued the 
following year.  Nicknamed the “Bank Notes,” 
this series was printed by three prominent 
bank note printing companies – the National, 
Continental, and American Bank Note 
Companies, in that order.

When Continental Bank Note Co. began printing stamps in 1873, 
“secret marks” were added as follows:

#156 � The “pearl” to the left of the numeral “1” has a small crescent in its bottom half.
#157 � Scroll lines above “U.S.” at the top of the design are joined with a small diagonal line.*
#158 � Lower part of ribbon at left bottom of numeral “3” is heavily shaded.
#159 � The first 4 vertical lines in the lower part of the ribbon to the left of the “six” are darker.
#160 � Small semi-circles cover the tips of the opening in the ornament at the bottom-right corner.
#161 � Small crescent cut into the ball directly under “E” of POSTAGE.
#162 �� The balls in the numeral “2” are crescent, rather than round, making a much more ornate script.
#163 � The triangle in the upper-left corner has two lines which have been darkened to form a V.*
#165 � No secret marks, but the Continental is gray-black, while the National 30¢ is black.
#166 � Color difference only – rose carmine ink was used instead of the original carmine.
*Often, the secret marks on #157 and #163 are not visible and the stamps must be distinguished by color.

The two highest-value Columbians were too 
expensive for most people to own when they 
were issued.  Even today, they are often the 
final stamps a collector needs for a complete 
Columbian set.

The $4 Columbian was the first US stamp 
to picture a woman.  Queen Isabella of Spain 
financed Columbus’s expedition.

The image on the $5 stamp was also used 
on a commemorative half dollar coin issued by 
the US Mint.  The same engraver created both 
miniature works of art.

America’s First Commemoratives
The Columbian Series was issued in 

conjunction with the spectacular Columbian 
Exposition of 1893, which celebrated the 
400th anniversary of Christopher Columbus’s 
discovery of the New World.   The series 
was used to advertise the event – the first 
time postage stamps were used to promote a 
commercial event. 

In 1992, to celebrate the 500th anniversary 
of Columbus’s discovery, the original printing 
plates from 1893 were used to create six souvenir sheets.  These stamps are listed on page 75.

Today, the original Columbians are among the most treasured of all US stamps. In fact, the degree 
of completion of this series is often a yardstick by which a US collection is measured!  They will surely 
grow harder to find in the future, so we recommend you get your Columbians while they’re still available.

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Watermarks Added to Prevent Counterfeiting
The United States printed stamps on watermarked paper from 1895 to 1915.  The 

watermarks, consisting of the letters “USPS” (for United States Postal Service), were faint 
patterns impressed into the paper during its manufacture.  Often only a single letter or a portion 
of a letter is found on a single stamp.

Since the special watermark paper may already have been ordered at the time of the 
“Chicago Counterfeits,” the Postal Service may have anticipated the possibility before it 
actually happened.  Other nations had used watermarking earlier.

The “USPS” watermarks are in single line or double line letters.  To see a watermark, put 
the stamp in a watermark tray face down and add a few drops of watermark fluid.  The mark 
(or part of it) should show clearly, though it is sometimes difficult to distinguish between single 
line and double line.

The “Chicago Counterfeits”
of the 1894 2¢ U.S. Stamps

The most talked-about counterfeits of US 
stamps occurred in 1895 – when an ad in the 
Chicago Tribune stated that a Canadian firm had 
$115 worth of 2¢ US stamps it couldn’t use in 
Canada, and would sell them for $100.

Several dealers and others answered the ad. 
All received the proper number of 2¢ stamps! 
However, a philatelic expert detected that they 
were counterfeit, and the authorities managed 
to close down the operation.  The fake stamps 
were “Two Centers” with Type I triangles to 
simulate Scott #250.

The $1 Western Cattle in Storm stamp 

is based on a painting called The Vanguard.  
In it, a powerful bull is leading the herd to 
safety from a snowstorm.  Many collectors 
consider this one of the finest US stamps 
ever produced, and it was included in the 
book The 100 Greatest U.S. Stamps.

The Trans-Mississippi stamps of 1898 
are among the scarcest and most desirable 
of all US issues.  They were created in 
conjunction with the 1898 Trans-Mississippi 
and International Exposition, which was held 
to further the progress and development of 
natural resources west of the Mississippi.

All the stamps are based on original 
paintings, photos, and drawings by artists 
like Frederick Remington.  These stamps 
are considered by many to have the finest 
engraving of any US stamps.

The series was supposed to be two-
color but the Spanish-American War 
began in April 1898.  The time and 
manpower needed for two-color printing 
was not available.  A few months later, 
on December 31, 1898, distribution of the 

stamps was halted, and all unsold quantities 
recalled and destroyed.  Today, the Trans-
Mississippi stamps are scarce.

In 1998, the stamps were reprinted to 
commemorate the 100th anniversary of their 
issue.  This time, two colors were used as 
originally intended.  See page 93.

1908-1909 New Designs
In 1908, the Post Office Department 

issued a new set of definitive (regular issue) 
stamps.  While the 1¢ stamp carried a profile of 
Benjamin Franklin, all the rest bore a profile of 
George Washington.

The border designs were identical, with 
a much cleaner and more modern look than 
previous issues.  The uniformity and simpler 
design made preparation work easier and 
extended the life of the printing plates.

The $2 and $5 denominations were 
discontinued.  Demand for the stamps decreased 
as international rates fell and the weight that could 
be sent per package was increased.

While 1908-09 designs remained in use 
for several years, there were several varieties 
of perforations and watermarks.  See stamps 
listed below.

Imperforates Issued for Coil Makers
The 1908-09 stamps were issued in 

imperforate form for private coil makers.  These 
coil manufacturers joined the sheets, then cut 
them into strips, which were themselves joined 
to form very long coils.  For example, the 2-cent 
carmine Washington was issued in 400-stamp 
sheets.  These were divided into sheets of 100.  
Fifteen of these sheets were pasted together, and 
cut into coils of 3,000.  Every twentieth stamp on 
the coils was pasted together.  Long coils worked 
well in the new coil machines of the day.

First BEP Speedy Stamps
In 1894, the Bureau of Engraving and Printing 

(BEP) began printing US stamps, including 
Special Delivery or “Speedy” stamps.  Using 
plates from the American Bank Note Company, 
the BEP added a line under “ten cents” to 
distinguish its stamps from other issues.  #E5 was 
printed on double line watermark paper.

Experimental Paper on a  
2¢ Stamp Reprint

Gives Bluish-Gray Look
In 1909, the Bureau of Engraving and 

Printing was experiencing shrinkage of 
stamp paper.  In an experiment, about 
one-third rag stock was added to the wood 
pulp in hopes of reducing the shrinkage.  
The change didn’t help much and was 
soon abandoned.

Stamps printed on the experimental 
paper are bluish gray in appearance and 
are scarce collector favorites today.

1909 Commemorative Honors 
Our 16th President’s Birth

On the 100th anniversary of 
Abraham Lincoln’s birth in 1909, a 2¢ 
commemorative went on sale.  Based on a 
statue in Chicago by Augustus St. Gaudens, 
the stamp was issued both perforate and 
imperforate, as well as on experimental 
paper – the scarce #369.  1909 was also the 
first year of the Lincoln penny.

The Alaska-Yukon Issue of 1909 
Honors William Seward

Seattle, Washington, held the Alaska-
Yukon Exposition to celebrate the 
development of this far-northern territory.  
A commemorative publicized both the 
territory and the exposition.

The original design for this stamp was 
a seal on an ice floe.  Afraid potential 
visitors would think Alaska was always 
icy cold, the Exposition Committee opted 
for a portrait of William Seward.  Seward 
negotiated the purchase of Alaska from 
Russia in 1867 for just $7.2 million.  

Most Alaska-Yukon stamps were 
issued perforate (#370).  A far smaller 
number were imperforate (#371).  Today, 
the imperforates are difficult to find in 
both mint and used condition.

A New Single Line Watermark 
Paper is Introduced

In 1910, the Bureau of Engraving and 
Printing made the decision to change the 
USPS watermark.  In addition to reducing 
the size of the letters, the style was changed 
from a double line to a single line. The 
purpose was to strengthen the paper and 
give it a more uniform thickness, since the 
old watermark had a tendency to weaken 
the structure of the paper.

The Difference Between

Perforations are holes punched between 
stamps to make separating easier. A perforation 
number (such as 81⁄2 or 12) indicates the number 
of holes in a space of 2 centimeters along the 
edge of a stamp – best determined by using a 
perforation gauge.  The perf. 81⁄2 above has 8 1⁄2 
perfs per 2 centimeters, while the perf. 12 above 
has 12 perfs per 2 centimeters.

Placed on sale in 1913, this commemorative 
series was issued to publicize the upcoming 1915 
Panama-Pacific International Exposition in San 
Francisco.  The exposition celebrated the opening 
of the Panama Canal, and honored the discovery 
of the Pacific Ocean 400 years earlier.

When regular issue stamps were changed 
to perf. 10 in 1914, to strengthen the sheets the 
Panama-Pacific commemoratives changed too.  
Yet few collectors bothered to save the new 
stamps, so the perf. 10s are notably scarcer today.

The first 10¢ stamps were found to be too light 
in color, so a darker shade was adopted in the 
latter part of 1913.  Scott #400 was discontinued 
in favor of #400A.

The Postal Service received complaints, 
particularly from heavy-user businesses, that 
sheets perforated 12 were too brittle and fell 
apart at the slightest touch. To strengthen the 
sheets, perforating machines were altered to 10 
perforations per 2 centimeters.

A supply of coil stamp sheets had been 
set aside in 1919 as “waste” due to poor 
centering or other defects.  They had been 
perforated vertically, or horizontally, while 
some were not perforated at all.

Usually such “coil waste” stamps were 
destroyed.  But in an economy measure, the 
Bureau of Engraving and Printing decided 
to issue the stamps in sheets.  A quantity of 
stamps, already perforated 10 vertically, 
were perforated horizontally with the current 
11-gauge machines.  So the stamps, Scott 
numbers 538, 540, and 541, were issued with 
11 horizontal by 10 vertical perforations.

The first experimental stamp was made 
with 10 x 11 perforations (US #542).  
Because the stamps were printed on the 
rotary press, the paper curled.

The Switch to Offset Printing
Effective November 2, 1917, the first-class letter rate rose to 3¢, which greatly increased the demand 

for 3¢ stamps – and also for 1¢ stamps, to go with 2¢ stamps and stamped envelopes already purchased.
Operating at full capacity, the Bureau of Engraving and Printing found its ink to be of poor quality 

– probably due to difficult conditions during World War I.  The ink contained so much grit that printing 
plates wore out in about 10 days, faster than it took to make them.  So the Bureau switched temporarily 
to offset printing, for which plates could be produced much more rapidly.  Later, a more satisfactory ink 
was found, and the higher-quality engraving process used previously was re-established.

The regular series of 1922 was the last 

to be printed by flat plate press.  By 1926, all 
denominations up to 10 cents (except for a new 
1/2¢) were printed by rotary press.  For a time, 
$1-$5 issues were done on flat press due to 
smaller demand.  

During the technological transition period of 
the 1920s, the “great age of the odd perforation,” 
many of America’s non-error rarities were 
issued.  A glance at the last few pages and those 
that follow will make you want to warm up your 
perforation gauge and go to work!

With these words, a tradition was 
born.  The Mayflower Compact, signed in 
November 1620, was drawn up before the 
Pilgrims came ashore.  To those aboard 
the storm-battered Mayflower, it was an 
agreement to abide by rules not yet decided 
upon.  To posterity, this was the first 
agreement for self-government ever enacted 
in America, the spirit of which later became 
the very foundation of self-rule.

Three hundred years later, those who 
arrived in Plymouth, Massachusetts, were 
commemorated with this three-stamp issue.  
The series design was criticized for being “too 
crowded,” “badly centered,” and the only US

Until this regular series issue, rotary presses 
had printed only stamp coils. Problems with 
precanceling, weak perfs, and gum were 
overcome by creative people at the BEP.  In 
October of 1923, the one-cent perf. 10 stamp 
was issued in sheet form on a rotary press.  The 
production rate of the rotary press over the flat 
plate press was substantial and cheaper – only 
.053¢ per 1,000 compared to .08¢.  When millions 
of stamps are involved, this a lot of money.

In the Pursuit of Happiness
Fear and persecution in Europe drove people to 

the sea.  The Huguenots (French Protestants) came 
ashore at Mayport, Florida, in 1562.  The ill-fated 
settlement was destroyed by disease, Indians, and 
finally, the Spanish. The Walloons (French and 
Belgian Protestants) fared better.  The Dutch West 
India Company engaged them in 1624 to settle 
“New Netherland” at Fort Orange, now the city of 
Albany, capital of New York State.  

Early one April morning in 1775, 77 ragged 
minutemen faced 700 red-coated British soldiers 
on the town green at Lexington – and shots were 
fired.  Fine engraving work distinguishes these 
commemoratives – the first to celebrate the War of 
Independence.  The Minute Man statue at Concord 
is pictured on the five-cent stamp in tribute to 
those 88 colonists who were the first Americans to 
die in battle in the defense of freedom.

These beautiful bi-color stamps honor the 
first Norwegian settlers in the United States. 
On October 9th, 1825, the first Norwegian 
immigrants arrived in New York on the sloop 
Restaurationen.

National Parks Stamps Bring Natural Wonders to Our Mail
As a stamp collector, President Franklin 

D. Roosevelt oversaw the selection of stamp 
subjects and designs during his administration.  
In 1934, Secretary of the Interior Harold Ickes 
suggested issuing stamps to advertise the national 
park system.  Ickes felt many Americans were 

unaware the federal government had set aside 
vast amounts of land for their enjoyment and for 
future generations. At his suggestion, 1934 had 
been declared National Parks Year.  A major 
supporter of the parks, FDR approved the idea 
immediately, and ten park stamps were issued.

Farley’s Follies
In 1933, US Postmaster General James A. Farley purchased several sheets of the Newburgh 

Peace commemorative (Scott #727) that he had removed from the printing presses before they were 
gummed or perforated, and autographed them.  He gave them to President Franklin Roosevelt, 
friends and family members.  Farley continued this practice with other new stamp issues.

Two years after the first issue, collectors caught wind of the special stamps and sent letters of 
protest to the Post Office Department and the president.  The solution to the outrage was to reissue 
the stamps ungummed and imperforate in sufficient numbers to satisfy public demand.  The special 
printings became know as “Farley’s Special Printings” or “Farley’s Follies.”

After the discovery of the Hammarskjöld 
invert error, the Postal Service intentionally 
printed and issued an identical version of the 
stamp.  This reprint, Scott #1204, was created 
to devalue the original error stamp and prevent 
individuals from profiting from the Postal  
Service’s mistake.  Later, a court decision ruled 
this act was illegal.  Inverted stamps on cover 
that are dated before the reissued stamps were 
available are quite valuable.

His strategy of “island hopping” – bypassing 
smaller Japanese bases to concentrate on more crucial ones – not 
only saved lives but shortened World War II considerably.

Is This an Unofficial Joint Issue?
In 1984, stamp collectors notices similarities 

between a US and a Canada stamp each issued for 
the 25th anniversary of the St. Lawrence Seaway.

Although the USPS has never 
acknowledged it as a joint issue, Canada 
contradicted that – declaring they are!  Both 
were designed by Ernst Barenscher, which 
explains why they are so similar in appearance.

The Canada stamp features an interesting 
cross-section of the Seaway locks, showing 
water levels along the passage.  At one time the 
US planned to use the same schematic view, but 
it didn’t work as well on America’s smaller-
sized stamps.  The Canadian stamp is taller and 
wider than the US version.

Changes in the Transportation Series
If you compare the first Transportation

Service Inscriptions on
Transportation Coils

Service Inscriptions are precancels printed on 
stamps issued for specific mail situations.  There 
are service inscriptions for Bulk Rate, Non-Profit 
Organizations, and others.  For example, the 17.5-
cent racing car stamp (which, by the way, is a 
Marmon Wasp, the first car to win the Indianapolis 
500) was issued both with and without the precancel.  

Those issued without the precancel were of 
little interest to anyone but collectors and seldom 
used for common postage.  But the precanceled 
version allowed bulk mailers to obtain a 
substantially lower postage rate by allowing them 
to sort batches of mail with 500 or more pieces by 
the Zip + 4 codes.  These privileges are especially 
helpful to non-profit organizations who must count 
on low operating costs.

World War II 50th 
Anniversary

World War II was the most 
significant event of the 20th 
century.  The US Postal Service 
began planning for the war’s 50th 
anniversary in 1985.  It wanted to 
honor the key events of the war 
effort as well as various aspects of 
national endeavor that contributed 
to victory for the Allies.  But how 
to do that without producing a 
thousand stamps?  

The solution was a series of 
se-tenants, one for each year of 
the war, that consisted of a large center map framed by five stamps on the top and five on the bottom.  
Five years of commemorating World War II would yield five se-tenants, for a total of 50 stamps – 
enough for an honorable tribute and enough to accomplish postal service goals.  

The world maps are masterpieces of thumbnail summaries.  They call attention to the major 
military and political developments of the year and include events not featured on the individual 
stamps.  Color coded for easy identification of friend and foe, they’re “a year in summary” at a glance.  

The 1991 stamps spotlight the World at War in 1941, featuring Burma Road, Peacetime Draft, 
Lend-Lease, Civil Defense, Pearl Harbor, US Declaration of War, and more.

When designs for the 1995 stamps 
were first announced in 1994, the World 
War II se-tenant carried one design which 
was never issued.  This stamp pictured a 
“mushroom cloud” from an atomic weapon.  
Many people, including survivors of the 
atomic blasts at Hiroshima and Nagasaki, 
were offended by the stamp.  Another group 
insisted the stamp was necessary to maintain 
the series’ accurate depiction of the war.  
Eventually, President Bill Clinton requested 
that the design be changed; in its place the 
“Truman announces Japan’s surrender, Aug. 
14, 1945” stamp was issued.

The final tribute to the heroic people who 
helped win the war in countless ways was 
issued September 2, the 50th anniversary of 
Japan’s formal surrender.  The dedication 
ceremonies took place in Honolulu, Hawaii.

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Hidden Images on 1997 Stamps
The US Air Force, Classic Movie Monsters, 

and Mars Pathfinder stamps all bear hidden 
images that can only be detected by a special 
stamp decoder.  This decoder is a flat piece of 
plastic that is laid over the stamps.  For example, 
if you were to view the Movie Monsters stamps 
with the decoder you’d find hidden opera masks, 
vampire bats, wolf heads, Egyptian characters 
and figures, and lightning bolts.  It’s yet another 
neat feature the USPS has tried out to prevent 
the counterfeiting of postage stamps.

Celebrate the Century is the longest and 
most ambitious commemorative stamp series in 
US history!  It contains the first stamp subjects 
chosen by the public.

The sheets feature an unusual layout, with 
rows of stamps at an angle.  Plus, the 1900-
1970 sheets each contain one engraved design 
– the rest of the sheet was offset printed.  This 
format and combination of printing types was 
difficult to create – resulting in some error 
stamps.

The number of Celebrate the Century panes 
issued was gradually reduced as the series 
continued.  12.5 million 1900-1950s panes 
were released;  8 million 1960s panes;  6 
million 1970 and ‘80s panes.  Just 5.5 million 
of the 1990s panes were issued – less than 
half the number of the first!  Get yours while 
they’re still available and affordable.

USPS Breaks Its Own Rules 
to Celebrate the Century

Because the Celebrate the Century Series 
was created to give an overview of each decade 
of the 20th century, the USPS made the decision 
to violate some long-standing rules regarding 
postage stamp subject and design criteria.

Several of the stamps in the series show 
consumer goods that affected American life, like 
the Model T Ford and the Sunbeam Mixmaster.  
Others show stamp subjects which had recently 
been honored on stamps (violating the rule against 
stamps honoring the same subject in a ten-year 
period).  The USPS felt that strict adherence to 
these rules would leave unwanted gaps in history.

Another unique quality of the Celebrate the 
Century Series is that the subjects on the last 
five sheets were decided by means of a public 
voting ballot.

A Celebration of the Rare
Hawaiian Missionary Stamps
By the 1840s, many American  

missionaries had settled in the Kingdom of 
Hawaii.  At that time, sending a letter to the US 
meant asking a ship captain to mail the letter 
once he reached a US port.  The captain was paid 
two cents for his service.

As mail increased, a better system was 
needed.  On June 18, 1851, the Kingdom of 
Hawaii authorized the printing of postage 
stamps.  Used almost exclusively by 
missionaries, the first Hawaii stamps became 
known as “Missionaries.”  The stamps went on 
sale October 1, 1851.

A 2¢ stamp paid postage to the US for 
newspapers and printed circulars.  A 5¢ stamp 
transported a letter from the Honolulu post 
office to a ship at harbor.  The 13¢ stamp paid 
the 5¢ Hawaiian postage to the ship, the 2¢ 
captain’s fee, plus 6¢ for US postage from San  
Francisco to the East.

U.S. Forever Stamps Timeline
The first Forever stamp (US #4125) was 

issued April 12, 2007.  This made things 
easier for postal workers AND customers.  
Forever stamps were created to cover first-
class postage rates.  They were designed 
for customers to be able to purchase at the 
current first-class rate and use them anytime 
in the future, regardless of rate increases.  
This meant there would be no future need for 
rate-change stamps, making things easier on 
both the USPS and mailers.  

For several years, US #4125 was the only 
Forever stamp and other stamps of the time 
were issued with the current denominations.  
In 2010, the USPS released several new 
Forever stamps.  And since 2011, all new 
first-class stamps have been Forever stamps.  
Global Forever stamps were introduced in 
2013 for first-class international mail.  In 
2015, the Forever concept was applied to 
postcard stamps, non-machinable surcharge 
stamps, and two- and three-ounce stamps.

1930 Graf Zeppelin Issues
The legendary Graf Zeppelin was the most successful rigid airship ever.  

Between 1928 and 37, it flew more than a million miles.  C13-15 were 
issued for the zeppelin’s first round-trip voyage from Europe to North and 
South America.  3,260,000 “Zep” stamps were printed, but 90 percent were  
destroyed!  Today they are among the most desirable US stamps.

The first US Airmail stamp, #C3, was issued on May 13, 1918.  This 
stamp paid for the innovative new service and also included special  
delivery.  Over the years, many Airmail stamps were issued for new rates and 
special mail, like the 1930 Graf Zeppelin issues.  

By October 11, 1975, use of aircraft to transport mail had become so 
common that US domestic airmail was merged with First-Class mail.  Since 
that time, all Airmail stamps actually have been issued for international mail.  
Airmail stamps document the modernization of America’s postal system.

When Pan American introduced the 

Boeing 707 in 1958, it speeded up the mail 
considerably.  Powered by four turbojet 
engines, the 707 has a wingspan of over 130 
feet and a length of nearly 145 feet.  These 
jets carried a 46,153-pound payload and 
cruised at 570 miles per hour over very long 
distances, slashing flying times almost in 
half!  In 1970,  the world’s first jumbo jet, the 
Boeing 747, increased the efficiency of mail 
delivery even more.
